Procedures for Application
All applicants for this Warren County Endowed Scholarship must complete the following steps:
1) Prepare a typewritten essay of ½ to 1 page length describing your personal hopes/goals. Record your name on the back in the lower right hand corner. 
2) Complete the Scholarship Application Form and submit it to the guidance office by January 4, 2012. 
3) Complete the information section of the Hunter Scholarship Recommendation and submit it to the principal for the required signature. 
4) Request that an official high school transcript be included with this application when submitted. 




Eligibility Criteria
You will be considered eligible to apply for this scholarship if you meet the following criteria:
· You are an applicant for enrollment in an accredited Indiana college or university to pursue a full-time baccalaureate course of study. 
· You have been a resident of Warren County for four (4) years prior to the date of the application. 
· You can demonstrate good citizenship qualities, high moral character, and potential for leadership and academic success. 
· You will be a high school graduate by the end of June 2012 and have academic standing in the top 10% of your class. 

Selection Criteria 
The selection committee will use the following evaluation system to identify the most qualified applicant(s) to receive the scholarship(s). :
20 points   for class standing, including consideration of course difficulty
10 points   for essay
10 points   for school activities, including sports, clubs, leadership, fine arts participation, etc. *
10 points   for community activities, including church, 4-H, service groups, volunteer time, etc. *
5 points     for apparent need (based on answers in family information section)
(*Indicated work experience is also considered valuable and will be understood for its time implications on school and community activities sections.) 

Scholarship Focus
Please note:  This is a Warren County Scholarship. All Warren County residents will be considered. Priority will be given to students whose involvements outside of school are primarily focused in Warren County.

Further Education Scholarship Criteria
The recipient of this Warren County Endowed Scholarship/H. Park and Anna Jean Hunter Scholarship will be eligible for further assistance throughout the following three years spent pursuing undergraduate study on a full-time basis leading to a baccalaureate degree at an Indiana college or university. 

An applicant for the continued scholarship must complete the following steps by March 1 of the current school year: 
1) Submit request to Warren County Community Foundation, Inc. Include name, permanent address and telephone number. 
2) Be sure transcript(s) submitted during the current year reflect courses and grades, indicating that you are a student in good standing. 
3) Submit a ½ to 1 page typewritten statement describing your educational accomplishments and/or any changes in your personal plans and goals at this point in your schooling. 
An applicant’s eligibility for further scholarship assistance will be determined by:
1) Status as a continuing full-time student.
2) Maintenance of a grade point average of a 2.8 or better. 
3) Completion of responsibilities as outlined on original scholarship application.
