Lilly Endowment Community Scholarship Program
2012 Application

[bookmark: _GoBack]The scholarships awarded to those selected as Lilly Endowment Community Scholars will provide full tuition, required fees and a special allocation of up to $900/yr. for required books and equipment for four (4) years of undergraduate study on a full-time basis leading to a baccalaureate degree at any Indiana public or private college or university accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools. 
The scholarship program is open to all Warren County residents who will have graduated by the end of June 2012 with a diploma from a regionally accredited Indiana high school and who have been accepted to pursue a full-time baccalaureate course of study at an accredited public or private college or university in Indiana. Applicants demonstrate good citizenship qualities, high moral character, and potential for leadership and academic success.
The Warren County Community Foundation, Inc. is responsible for assisting Independent Colleges of Indiana in the selection of one Lilly Endowment Community Scholar from Warren County. 
Whenever Warren County Community Foundation’s pool of potential scholarship nominees includes a family member (including spouse, brothers and sisters by whole or half blood, ancestors, children, grandchildren, and great grandchildren) of any of Warren County Community Foundation’s directors, officers, staff and nominating committee member shall recuse himself or herself from the entire scholarship nominating process for that pool, including meetings, discussions, debates, and votes regarding nominations. Warren County Community Foundation shall keep detailed minutes or other corporate records such as the Family Relationship Disclosure and Recusal Form documenting all recusals, including those for scholarship applicants who were not nominated/ 

Eligibility Criteria
· You will be considered eligible to apply for a scholarship if you meet the following criteria:
· You have been accepted to pursue a full-time baccalaureate course of study at an accredited public or private college or university in Indiana. 
· You have been a resident of Warren County for 12 months prior to the date of application and have not applied in any other county for a Lilly Endowment Community Scholarship. 
· You can demonstrate good citizenship qualities, high moral character, and potential for leadership and academic success. 
· You will have graduated by the end of June 2012 with a diploma from a regionally accredited Indiana high school. 



Selection Criteria
The selection criteria used to identify the most qualified applicants to be recommended as the scholarship recipients are:
· Academic performance
· Articulation of personal statement of goals
· Qualities of character
· Community service and volunteer activities
· Work experience
· School activities/honors and awards

Procedures for Application
All applicants for this Lilly Endowment Scholarship must complete the following steps:
1) Include a one page typewritten response to the following question with the application forms. 
If you could go anywhere in the world, where would you go, what would you do there, and what would you take with you?
2) Complete the Scholarship Application Form and submit it to your high school counselor by January 5, 2012. 
3) Request that the high school include an official high school transcript when the application is given to Warren County Community Foundation. 
4) Ask two adults who are not family members, but know you well, to complete the recommendation form provided with this application and return it in a sealed envelope. At least one recommendation form should be from a teacher, counselor, or school administrator. Ask that the recommendation forms be sent to the student or the high school counselors’ office by January 5, 2012 so that the forms can be included with your application when the application is given to Warren County Community Foundation.
