All applicants for this Scholarship must complete the following steps:
1) Prepare a one page typewritten response to the following question. Include this response with the application forms. 
Describe your past agricultural experiences and discuss your future plans as they pertain to agriculture and your community?
2) Complete the Scholarship Application Form and submit it to your high school counselor by March 1. 
3) Request that the high school include an official high school transcript when the application is given to Warren County Community Foundation. 
4) Ask two adults who are not family members, but know you well, to complete the Recommendation Form provided with this application and return it in a sealed envelope. At least one recommendation form should be from a teacher, counselor, or high school administrator. Ask that the recommendation forms be sent to the student or the high school counselors’ office so that the forms can be included with your application when given to Warren County Community Foundation. 





Eligibility Criteria 
You will be considered eligible to apply for a scholarship if you meet the following criteria:
· You have been accepted to pursue a full or part-time course of study at an accredited public or private college or university in the field of Agriculture. 
· You have been a resident of Warren County for 12 months prior to the date of application. 
· You can demonstrate good citizenship qualities, high moral character, and potential for leadership and academic success.
· You have maintained a grade point average of a “C” or better during high school. 
· You will have graduated with a diploma from a regionally accredited Indiana high school.
