Valerie McIntosh Memorial Scholarship Fund
Valerie McIntosh’s fund was created in memory of her life here in Warren County. Valerie died from injuries sustained in an automobile accident at the age of 16. She loved Warren County. Shortly before her death, she stated that she wished Warren County had a college so that she would never have to leave the community. She understood the importance of a good education and being involved in her community. Valerie loved the Lord and cherished all her family and friends. She was involved in her church, Seeger Band, Seeger Volleyball, and Warren County 4-H. The Warren County Community Foundation has allowed Valerie’s family and friends to share Valerie’s love for Warren County. Each year, a $500 award is presented to a ten- year Warren County 4-H member involved in Jr. Leaders. Awards from Valerie’s fund have also been given to other organizations in need such as Seeger Band and Community Action/MAC Van. It is the hope of Valerie’s family that this fund will honor her love for Warren County by helping individuals and groups from Warren County.
To be eligible for this scholarship, students must be a current Jr. Leader and have been involved with Jr. Leaders for a minimum of 5 years. Applicants must also be a 10 year member of 4-H and have demonstrated leadership and service to the county. The scholarship is presented each year at the Sweepstakes/10 Year Member Award Program during the fair. 
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
