A scholarship is available annually to a selected individual who has participated as a sophomore, junior, and senior in the Seeger Mentoring Program. 
Scholarship Selection Committee:
Current director of the mentoring program
Current CAPE Director (or Superintendent’s Designee)
Mentor from the senior group (Appointed by the mentors for seniors)
One guidance counselor from Seeger High School (Appointed by the principal)
The selection committee will make a recommendation to the WCCF Board for approval. 
Purpose: To promote education in Warren County by offering encouragement and financial assistance to a selected student from the seniors participating in the Mentoring Program each year. 
Focus:
The primary emphasis will not be on financial need. The Committee may consider GPA and rank in class. The Committee is asked to select a student who has shown promise and potential. The Committee may consider the attainability of the student’s goals, their attendance and participation in the Mentoring Program, community involvement and volunteerism, improvement in school with regard to grades, participation in school activities, etc. 
Procedures for Applying:
1. Submit application
2. Submit resume
3. Submit essay “The Impact of the Seeger Mentoring Program on Me and My Future”
4. Submit transcript (after completion or seven semesters)
5. Submit all of the above items no later than March 1 to the Guidance Office
Use of Funds:
1. The recipient may request up to $500 for books for the Fall Semester. 
2. Recipients must be submitted for reimbursement to the Foundation. Failure to do so may jeopardize future payments. 
3. If the book expenses exceed the requested $500 for the Fall Semester, a student may request the excess over the $500. 
4. A student may request the full amount of the scholarship to be payable directly to the college of university for tuition instead of payment for books. 
5. The entire scholarship amount must be used within two school years.
